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What Is DARS

Á DARS is a DoD registry and repository of architectures and 

architecture segments.  

Á Its objective and mission is to facilitate Enterprise Architecture 

(EA) development, management and use.

Á Provides an authoritative and trusted registry, repository and 

catalog of DoD Architectures and ensures availability of 

architecture data that is discoverable, accessible, 

understandable, and trusted.

Á Implements the Net-centric Data Strategy for architecture data.

Á Supports Cataloging and Linking

ü Search and discovery of architecture artifacts.

ü Supports federation of architectures.
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What Is DARS

Á DARS Supports the DoD decision-making process by creating a 

catalogue of component and capability architectures and making 

it available to operations planner, capabilities planners and 

developers, and program managers.

Á Supports federation of DoD enterprise architectures
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Why Use DARS

Á To Discover architectures and architectures artifacts that exist or 

may be in development.  

ü An architect may be interested in discovering those 

architectures that overlap the purpose and scope of the 

architecture effort.

Á To register metadata about architectures that are being 

developed or that exist.
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Who Should Use DARS

Á From a compliance perspective

ü DARS use is compelled by policy Directive-Type 

Memorandum  (DTM)  09-013.

ü This directive establishes that all DoD components should 

register DoD Architecture Frameworkôs Overview and 

Summaries (AV-1s) in DARS.  

ü They should be registered at the point of project definition.  

Once you have defined what you are going to build.
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Who Should Use DARS

Á From a practical perspective all of the following can benefit 

from using DARS:

ü Designers and developers of complex system architectures

ü Anyone that needs to deploy new technologies

ü Those that offer services and capabilities

ü Capability planners that perform overlap and  gap 

interoperability assessments

ü Capabilities developers

ü Managers of large complex programs

ü Operations planners, those planning theater operations and 

supporting the war fighters

DARS makes information needed to accomplish these tasks visible 

and accessible.  It makes enterprise services discoverable.

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DARS Capability Summary

Á Implements NCDS for the DoD EA community

Á Provides structured and unstructured data 

storage with role-based access controls

Á Provides architecture registration

Á Enables architecture federation

Á Provides content browsing and search

Á Provides architecture development workflow
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DARS Feature Set 

1. Implements NCDS for the DoD EA community

Á Provides Visibility for any architecture data asset

ï Automatically tags all stored or registered data assets with 
DDMS-conformant discovery metadata

Á Provides Accessibility

ï Data assets are accessible from web sites on NIPRNET and 
SIPRNET

ï Access controlled by community roles

Á Provides Understandability

ï Identifies format and tool used in metadata

ï Identifies data asset context via metadata (Propose, Scope, 
Context, Joint Capability Area, etc.) and architecture 
associations

Á Provides Trust

ï Identifies data asset pedigree in metadata 

ï Identifies security, access controls, and intellectual property 
rights and controls in metadata

ï Identifies version and approval status in metadata 

ï Identifies data source via Enterprise Identifiers (EIDs)
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DARS Metacard
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DARS Feature Set - (cont.)

2. User Communities for sharing content and 

controlling visibility and access

ï Seven user roles and four access control levels

ï Process controls for posting, approval, release, 

visibility, accessibility, and metadata creation

ï Community alignment with JCAs
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DARS Feature Set (cont.)

3. Architecture Registration

ï On-line AV-1 editor

ï Registration web services

Á Enables linking of remotely stored data assets with 

enterprise architecture federation

Á Creates discovery metadata record with hyperlink 

to remote source
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DARS Feature Set - (cont.)

4. Architecture data storage and management

Á File post automatically creates discovery metadata 

Á Metadata may be edited during or after posting

Á Implements Approve/Release work flow

Á Group notifications of new postings

Á Create nested folders

Á Copy, move, release, and delete files

Á Change logging with rollback
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DARS Feature Set - (cont.)

5. Catalog browsing, search and download

Á Browse via EA Explorer

Á Browse Community folders

Á Browse JCAs

Á Provides metadata summary in folder views

Á Provides keyword metadata search
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
